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1 INTRODUCTION 

The research papers should be minimum 6 pages of total length (including figures, tables and references). The maximum length is 12 pages. 
The paper font is Arial. The font size of the title is 14 pt, the authors names should be 11 pt and the body font size is 10 pt.

After the title, author names, affiliation and abstract, the paper should contain an introduction stating your research context and goals, a body clearly describing the used methodology and a discussion of the results and finally the conclusions. After the conclusions, a list of the used symbols can be inserted under ‘Nomenclature’ and acknowledgements can be added. 
Finally the references should be added at the end of the document. In the text you can refer to the references as follows:
